WANGANUI GLASS ARTIST SET TO INSPIRE KIWI & AUSSIE KIDS
Award winning New Zealand glass artist Emma Camden is about to inspire school children and their teachers throughout New Zealand and Australia after being included in this year’s much anticipated publication of Celebrate Art.
The A4, full colour book, which supports the Visual Arts Syllabus for years 3 to 10, is part of the Celebrate Art resource pack distributed throughout schools by the well-respected supplier of quality educational resources, Integrated Education Ltd.  The book profiles some of the two countries’ most well known contemporary artists.  
Camden, a full time glass artist and tutor, is inspired by buildings and architecture and her work can be seen in galleries throughout New Zealand, Australia, New York and Hong Kong. Celebrate Art gives aspiring young artists the opportunity to read about the dreams that inspire Camden’s work, the trials and tribulations of her journey and her aspirations for the future.  Her story is shared wonderfully expressive language that is sure to captivate imaginations, especially in children yet to discover their creative confidence. 
Helen Pearson, Integrated Education’s Co-Director and Editor of the Celebrate Art series, says that glass is relatively unknown amongst children as a form of art, but is a wonderfully expressive medium with lots of scope, “The beautiful images of Emma’s works will broaden the students’ appreciation of art forms, while learning about her experiences as an artist will inspire and enthuse.”
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
